   Some of you have contacted City Hall recently about the so called Richmond Heights
“Cluster Ordinance”. I thought that it would be worthwhile to highlight some facts for
you.
   Most suburbs have similar ordinances and subdivisions. Beachwood has such
subdivisions south of Beachwood Mall; Lyndhurst has them on Richmond Road across
from and north of Hawken School; Highland Heights has them at the Aberdeen Golf
Course community, to name a few examples nearby. If  you have been to the new
‘Crocker Park’ shopping center in Westlake, you might have noticed them south of there
on Crocker Road. The list of such new home subdivisions in suburban Cleveland could
fill this page.
   These ordinances provide for how sublots are laid out on uniquely shaped property
or especially when wetlands or rugged terrain make some parts of  a parcel unbuildable.
They do not portend substandard homes; in reality, the homes built in Richmond
Heights under this ordinance have ranged from about $225,000 to $300,000, well in
excess of our average home value of $140,000 according to the most recent census. A
frequent feature of these subdivisions is a Homeowners’ Association that provides all
landscaping and maintenance which presents an attractive and uniform appearance that
is appealing to many homebuyers interested in new construction. These high-value
homes add tangible wealth to an already affluent Richmond Heights and help decrease
the average age of  our homes.
   The overall average age of housing stock is extremely important to a community since
financial institutions, investors, and rating services all use it in part to judge a city’s
economic well being.  As such, our new home construction is the envy of  many eastside
communities that have had relatively few or no new homes built in recent years!
   The new homes are also evidence of the strength of our community because
developers and investors would not spend the millions of dollars required to build
subdivision roads, utilities and houses if they were not in demand. This demand for new
homes in Richmond Heights is a result of stable and fair government with quality
services, a modestly sized school system with excellent administrators and teachers, that is
perfect for nurturing students’ personal growth and leadership development; a full-
service hospital in ‘University Hospital of  Richmond Heights’; convenient shopping at
the recently renovated ‘Richmond Town Square’, ‘Hilltop Plaza’, and small
neighborhood plazas; and an ideal location close to, but not on the major interstates
making for a quick ride to downtown and the University Circle cultural opportunities.
   As we reflect on how lucky we are to be in a stable, secure community like Richmond
Heights, let us not forget that many on the U.S. Gulf Coast are still struggling from last
summer’s hurricanes especially east of New Orleans and in Mississippi and who are
now mostly forgotten in the media. If your economic situation allows, your merciful act
in donating to charitable organizations such as the American Red Cross or the Salvation
Army, would help the affected residents and their communities survive and become
habitable again. Have a safe and prosperous 2006!
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POLICE IN THE SCHOOLS
   In December, Detective Denise DeBiase instructed the Third Graders at the
Elementary School on the importance of  wearing seat belts. The point is made
using an egg in a small vehicle and showing what happens to the egg when it
collides with something that is not secured. The collision demonstration is con-
ducted again, but the egg is secured with a rubber band in the second collision
and the egg survives. This has been a popular program with the children and has
been administered for the third graders for a number of  years.

D.A.R.E.
   Detective Denise DeBiase, after a year hiatus, will be teaching D.A.R.E. (Drug
Abuse Resistance Education) to the 5th Graders the second semester of the school
year. The Ohio Attorney General’s Office has once again provided the Richmond
Heights Police Department with a grant to help off  set some of  the expense of
administering this important course of instruction. The program is popular with
students and parents alike. It is educational, but Detective DeBiase makes it fun
learning for the students.

   Although it’s still snowing and cold
outside, it is not too early to start
thinking about the girl’s youth summer
softball leagues. Richmond Heights Girl’s
Softball is gearing up for the 2006
season and wants to inform families
about the upcoming softball program.
   This year, girls ages 6 - 18 will have the
opportunity to participate in slow-pitch
softball.

  Numerous residents have inquired about what type of home appliances,
furniture, landscape debris and other items the trash company picks up. Below are
the items that are picked up and how to put them out and bundle it up.
Furniture: couches, chairs, etc… leave on your tree lawn and they will collect it
with your normal trash pick-up. If  you have a large piece of  furniture such as a
desk or bookcase, this should be broken up and bundled into manageable
bundles.
Appliances: Refrigerators, freezers, air conditioners: please call City Hall at (216)
486-2474 to schedule a pick-up.
Other Appliances: Will be picked up with your regular trash collection.
Carpeting: This needs to be cut up in four-foot sections and tied; just make sure
it is manageable for someone to pick up. Place out with your regular trash.
Branches, twigs, etc… This also must be cut to four-foot lengths and put into
manageable bundles. Place out with your regular trash.
Also, if  you get a new appliance, please do not place the large cardboard box out
on the tree lawn without breaking it down or cutting it up and tying into
manageable bundles.

HEADWATER STREAMS – THE ARTERIES OF A WATERSHED
   Headwater streams are like the “capillary system of a blood supply network –
just as the health of the whole organism depends upon a functioning capillary
system, the health of larger streams and rivers depends upon an intact primary
headwater stream network.”  Headwater streams, generally less than one square
mile of drainage, are those little channels that flow into the larger creek and river
systems of a watershed.  Although small, these headwater streams can provide
quite a benefit to your community’s storm water infrastructure.
   Healthy headwater streams can provide reduction of sediment into our major
streams, reduce the amount of nutrients like fertilizers from entering the stream
system, provide flood control and create “nourishing” stations to downstream
segments of  streams.
   To take care of  these headwaters, you as a homeowner can help keep these
“arteries” running smoothly as a healthy system.

Ø Limit mowing on edge of  stream banks.
Ø Remove grass clippings with municipal services rather than dumping

along stream banks.
Ø Limit driveways and buildings or other impermeable infrastructure near

headwaters.
Ø Plant native stream bank vegetation to get those headwaters working for

the watershed.
   Headwaters are a key part in the make-up of a watershed. Keeping them working
properly will ensure a healthier place to live for everyone in the watershed.

SEPTIC TANK DISPOSAL
SYSTEM INFORMATION
   In December, City Council adopted
legislation regarding the conversions of
septic tank disposal systems to
connections to the public sanitary sewer.
The new guidelines will provide for
inspection by City staff that is designed
to prevent cross connections between
the sanitary water disposal system and
the clean (storm) water disposal system.
This will assist the City in complying
with the rigid storm water II regulations
set forth by the Ohio E.P.A. and prevent
the County’s wastewater treatment plants
from working unnecessarily by treating
clean water.
