Friday from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. Individuals will be able to receive expedited placement into
an appropriate detox or treatment program, without fear of arrest. The "Safe Passages
Initiative™ will be overseen by the Suburban Police Anti-Crime Network's Drug
Enforcement Unit.
