Residents of Richmond Heights need to verify
which organization (North East Ohio Regional Sewer District or Euclid Sewer District)
handles their sewer system to complete and submit the correct form. See the Engineering
Department page of the City website for more information along with a Sanitary Area
Map showing which system services each address.
