Through
ACBC, aluminum beverage cans are collected, recycled and the proceeds are used for safety
education, a summer and winter camp for burn survivors and to buy non-medical items not
covered by health insurance to aid in the healing process. 28 beverage cans = 1 pound of
aluminum.

Located on the east side of the Police Department parking lot, the parking spot is
designated with a green sign. As an added safety feature, there is a motion activated video
system in place.
